Hot OFF the Press from ARRL

ARISS Antennas Set to Launch on NASA Mission in December (Nov 30,
2007) -- Columbus, the laboratory built by the European Space Agency (ESA),
isnow packed inside space shuttle Atlantis payload bay. It is the culmination
of years of design and engineering work aimed at creating Europe's primary
component for the International Space Station (1SS). At 23 feet long and 15 feet
in diameter, the cylindrical segment is designed to host specialized experiments
examining how humans react to microgravity and the effect of space on various
fluids and objects such as crystals. Two Amateur Radio on the International
Space Station (ARISS) antennas have been installed on the nadir side of Columbus.
NASA is currently planning on alaunch date of Thursday, December 6 for
Atlantis.

British Hams Mark Longest-Ever Bicycle-to-Backpack Transmission (Dec
3, 2007) -- Dave Starkie, G4AKC, of Blackpool, Lancashire in England, and
Keith Sharples, G7TLPW/ZL3, of Ormskirk, Lancashire, have been working for
the past two years on a backpack and bicycle mobile system for the HF bands.
At 0900 UTC on November 15, Starkiein England and Sharplesin New Zedland
had afirst -- a QRP contact on 20 meters from bicycle to backpack and backpack
to backpack, each with good signals at both 5 and 50 W. Their route was along
the greyline and took the longpath at a distance of 22,100 kilometers (13,724
miles). According to the Radio Society of Great Britain (RSGB), this was the
result of two yearswork to improve and develop a high performance HF backpack
that was used at both ends of the contact. The contact has been declared the
longest radio transmission using backpacks by the World Records Academy

propagation bulletins have been reporting zero sunspots, day after day. The level
of solar activity was low throughout 2006 and 2007 and is not expected to begin
to pick up until around March 2008 -- months later than earlier predictions.”
